The New Hope 
Bethesda church does prison ministry team in the MUNZENZE 
prison, in Goma. This prison is the second most crowded prison 
after Makala prison in Kinshasa. They are working with a few local 
organizations which sometimes come to teach the Word of God 
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and bring a little food, sugar, clothes, shoes, and soap for the 
women and children.
